
How to know courses’ groups and their schedules

On the new page, click on “Buscar por asignatura” and be sure that the make sure 
the academic year is correct:

Introduce the courses’ codes approved in your Learning Agreement and click on 
Ver planes docents: 

 

  



The list of courses will appear. By clicking on the green drop-down menu you will 
be able to see the groups for each subject, the period in which it is taught, and the 
corresponding teachers: 

 

 

 

Watch out: the same course can have annual and semester groups. If your 
mobility is for a single semester, you can only apply for groups from the same 
semester. 

• If your mobility is for the First Semester: choose only groups with a 
“Primer Semestre” period 

• If your mobility is for the Second Semester: choose only groups with a 
“Segundo Semestre” period 

• If your mobility is Annual: you can choose groups with a “Primer 
Semestre”, “Segundo Semestre” or “Anual” period. 



 

 

By clicking on the Horarios button you will be able to consult the timetable: 

 

 

You will see the hours and days when classes are held, indicating the classroom. 
The arrows allow you to move through the weeks of the month, and the drop-down 
menu, through the months of the year:

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



Unfortunately, this platform does not always show the timetable: 

 

 

In that case, we will write down the code of the group whose timetable we could 
not check out and we will look for it here:

To find the timetable we will have to understand what each digit of the group 
code means. The last digit will tell us the Degree to which it belongs. The 
middle digit will tell us if it is a morning or afternoon group, and the first digit 
will tell us the year in which it is taught. As follows: 

• Last digit: 
o 1=Grado en Educación Infantil 
o 2=Grado en Educación Primaria 
o 3=Grado en Ciencias de la Actividad Física y del Deporte 
o 4=Doble Grado en Maestro/a en Educación Infantil y Maestro/a en 

Educación Primaria 
• Second digit: 

o 0=morning schdule 
o 6=afternoon schedule 

• First digit: 
o Year to which the group belongs (1st, 2nd, 3rd or 4th) 

 

EXAMPLE: 

We were looking for the timetables for the different groups of the subject 17001 – 
SOCIOLOGY OF EDUCATION. But we were not able to consult those of group 101. 
As the last number is a 1, you will look in the drop-down menu for Grado en 
Educación Infantil. And as the first number is also a 1, you will click on the link for 
the first course: 

 

 

 

 



And, once inside the PDF, you will pay attention to 101 table: 

 

 

Whenever we consult a table, it is good to check whether the subject we are 
interested in is taught in both semesters or not. If it is, it is a subject with an annual 
schedule for that group and you can only enrol in it if your mobility is annual. If your 
mobility is semester-based, you will have to try to find another group of the same 
subject with a semester-based schedule, following the steps explained at the 
beginning of the document.
